DAY 01: LJUBLJANA – IDRIJA (Anthony’s Shaft) – Brda region (OPTIONAL: olive oil & ham tasting OR sparkling 
wine tasting) 
Drive to Idrija and visit the second largest mercury mine in the world, called Anthony’s Shaft. Get to know 
the mysterious underground world in mine – you might run into Prekmandlc, the pit dwarf, himself! After 
visit lunch – national dish of Slovenia, made from dough with a potato filling and a characteristic shape. 
Continue way to Brda region. Landscape is speckled with villages and mostly cultivated with vineyards and 
orchards. OPTIONAL: olive oil tasting OR sparkling wine tasting. Accommodation at tourist farm. Dinner and 
overnight. 
 
DAY 02: Brda region – Lipica (Lipica Stud farm) – Karst region (wine & dry ham tasting) – Ljubljana  
After breakfast, drive to the Lipica Stud farm, a cradle of the world famous Lipizzaner horses. Founded in 1580 
during the Habsburg monarchy, it has been boasting of the tradition of breeding and selecting pure-breed 
horses. Drive through the Karst, a picturesque region, which is, covered with olive trees and vineyards, and 
more than 11.000 karst caves, sinkholes, and solution valleys, which is unique in the world. Enjoy excellent dry-
cured ham and Teran wine tasting. Drive to Ljubljana. Enjoy some free time at leisure. Overnight in hotel in 
Ljubljana or excellent farmhouse near Ljubljana.   
 
DAY 03: Ljubljana – Lake Bled (OPTIONAL: Pletna boat ride) 
In the morning guided tour (scheduled at 10.00/ 11.00) of Ljubljana – the capital of Slovenia. This town of lively 
cultural events stretched out below Ljubljana Castle boasts various theatres, museums, galleries, an opera 
house, and one of the oldest philharmonic societies in the world. Enjoy a walk through the old town centre, 
across Plečnik’s well-known Triple Bridge, down to the cathedral, past Francesco Robba’s fountain, and the 
town hall. Drive to Lake Bled - one of Europe’s most beautiful Alpine resorts in Europe. Free at leisure in Bled to 
walk around the lake and individual sightseeing and optional visit of Bled castle. Do not miss to try their famous 
cream cake, called “kremšnita”. Optional: Boat ride with the traditional wooden boat “pletna” to the small 
island on the Lake of Bled, where you can ring the bell at the Church of the Assumption for good luck.   
End of the tour.
